On Saturday, July 17th,
Northminster hosted the wedding
service and reception for Tyler and
Michelle Brown.  First, the Sanctu-
ary was filled with hundreds of per-
sons to worship God and to sur-
round the beloved bride and groom
with prayers; then Disciples’ Hall
downstairs was filled with laughter,
music, and delicious food as family
and friends celebrated the start of
a new marriage.   Actually, it was
our second wedding of the week-
end!
   Of course, Sunday morning we
had our normal schedule of four
worship services.  Later that day
Northminster hosted the visitation
for the family and friends of Steve
Furthmiller who had died earlier in
the week.  The funeral director es-
timated that six hundred people
came to our Fellowship Commons
to share the grief of Steve’s wife,
son, mother, sisters, and others.
The line waiting to greet them and
pass by the casket stretched all the
way through the Commons and
around the corner into the

wing and around another corner all
the way back to the doorway near-
est the Sanctuary choir loft.   Many
of the same people were back the
next morning to fill the Sanctuary
for the service celebrating the gift
of Steve’s life and resurrection.
Family and friends took part in the
service, offering special music,
sharing words of remembrance, car-
rying the casket, and processing to
the cemetery.  Following the
graveside committal service, nearly
a hundred persons returned to
Northminster for a luncheon orga-
nized and served by our Deacons
in Founders’ Hall.  The space in
which we hold our Crosspoint wor-
ship services was completely reset
for a lovely gathering to share a
meal and fellowship and some
laughter and tears.
   A wedding and a funeral, back to
back, remind us of the poignant
words of the Old Testament poet
who observed that there is “a time
to weep, and a time to laugh; a time
to mourn, and a time to dance.”
And those “times” often come close
together, even simultaneously.
There was laughter even during the
funeral visitation and service.
There was weeping (tears of joy!)
during the wedding ceremony.  One
of the great privileges of pastoral
ministry is being with people in
these sacred, life-defining moments.
   Furthermore, one of the tremen-
dous joys of being pastor at
Northminster is witnessing how a
community responds to surround,
support, and celebrate with those
in our midst going through such
moments.  We “rejoice with those
who rejoice, and weep with those
who weep” (Romans 12:15).  It was
stunning to see how many

Northminster folks were not only
present, but also involved in very
visible roles or in crucial, behind-
the-scenes ways to serve families
and visitors needing the ministry of
the church in such situations.  I am
so proud of our Northminster staff,
officers, and countless volunteers
who show the love of Christ in their
serving.  Thanks to all of you for
your ways of “growing faith, shar-
ing hope, and showing love”!
   One such person who quietly an-
ticipates needs, manages countless
calendar and event details, prepares
funeral bulletins, and assists the
pastoral staff with almost every-
thing imaginable is Sue Hess.  For
nearly twenty-seven years Sue has
been rejoicing with those who re-
joice and weeping with those who
weep at Northminster.  Sue has had
her own profound ministry through
our church office.  Therefore, when
we say “FAREWELL” to her on
Sunday, August 29th, at the 9 AM
and 10:15 AM services, it will be
another time to weep and time to
laugh. We will remember with grati-
tude the blessings she has brought
to Northminster, share tears of af-
fection, express our sense of loss
as she retires from this vital posi-
tion, and celebrate the next stage
of life that she anticipates with her
husband Mark and the rest of her
family.

About seven years ago, our
Montreat participants were blown

ing day, October 3, he will be our
guest preacher at 9, 10:15 & 11:30
services (World Communion Sun-
day).  Sunday night, our community
will have one more chance to en-
joy singing with John as we come
together for a “global potluck and
Big Sing!”

Perhaps you’d like to know a bit
more about John Bell? John Bell
was “born in, resides in and belongs
to Scotland.” An ordained minister
in the Church of Scotland (Presby-
terian), he joined the Iona commu-
nity after five years as a youth pas-
tor, during which time he cultivated
an interest in generating music and
texts that express a new way of
speaking about God to the people,
or about the experience of the
people to God. “I do think it’s help-
ful to sing the songs of other cul-
tures. By singing their songs, we can
stand, to some extent, in deeper in-
tercession with these people. And
through that experience our under-
standing of mission and evangelism
and the reign of God and the Trin-
ity is enlarged.”

With his colleagues, he has pro-
duced over 15 collections of songs
and octavos, and a wide range of
liturgical materials. He has authored
a number of collections of sermons
and meditations, is an occasional
broadcaster on the BBC, and trav-

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The Big Read

August is a month for heroes in
the Old Testament Big Read, fo-
cusing on individuals who shine
brightly on the bleak landscape:
Ezra, Nehemiah, Esther, Job. I
hope you didn’t miss the hero, King
Josiah last month. Josiah’s reign il-
lustrates the impossible-to-stop
judgment of God, because al-
though Josiah reformed the faith of
the people, and he himself escaped
the coming judgment, after he died
that judgment bore down on the
nation of Israel with the fall of
Jerusalem, the destruction of the
temple and the exile of the people.

Now we’ll learn that God uses
individual men and women of faith
to rebuild what has been destroyed.
Even Job, who lived in a different
era, is a hero of faith not because
of his patience as is commonly be-
lieved, but because of his boldness
in defending his own righteousness.
In the end even Job has to acknowl-
edge the awesome power of God
and God’s right to determine the
course of history.

In the New Testament we have
an unheroic setting among unhe-

roic people, the Corinthians Chris-
tians, who, like spoiled children
wanted to do things their own way.
In Corinth the elevated theology of
the letter to the Romans runs into
the nitty-gritty of real life: sex, mar-
riage, party politics, favoritism, the
cost of discipleship, religious syn-
cretism, which is the mixing of false
religion with true faith- the list of
issues and problems seems endless.
Paul deals with the Corinthians in
his letters (scholars believe there
were at least three letters). Some of
the most uplifting and also most
poignant, emotionally moving pas-
sages in Scripture are born as Paul
pleads with the Corinthians to con-
sider all that he has done and suf-
fered for their benefit. He wants to
bring them to a mature understand-
ing of the Gospel.

August in the Big Read is the
time for you to strengthen your hold
on the basics of our faith and to let
the Holy Spirit establish you in the
growing company of witnesses and
heroes and heroines who identify
themselves as followers of Jesus.

How many times during the Big
Read I have read those words and
wondered why the king did not get
completely rid of the lures to wor-
ship other gods? Yet, today we be-
have the same way. We determine
to follow Jesus but hold on to the
world. Jesus longs to come in and
fill the rooms of our hearts but there
is so much garbage, so many dirty
clothes strewn about, so many dust
bunnies, He can find no place to
sit and talk with us. Our Bibles are
there, opened to His teachings but
the words don’t deter us from our
own desires. Maybe you have ex-
amined your heart and thrown out
old habits of sin, leaving only a
couple of boxes or a closet with un-
Christlike habits. Did you save a
few judgments of others, some por-
nographic photos, a scheme to get
ahead, some gossip, or an unwill-
ingness to change direction? Scrip-
ture tells us to confess our sin, be
alert to the tactics of Satan, to love
others, seek God’s wisdom, and
most important of all that God
loves us so much He let His Son
die for us. Determine to do what is
right in the eyes of the Lord and do
discard the lures that lead you
astray.
