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Sometimes prayer pours out from
the soul like iced tea from a full
pitcher, a steady stream of words
and feelings and hopes. Prayer can
be an easy, natural, and ongoing
conversation with the Lord. But
this is not always the case. Even
for those of us who are “well-
trained” in prayer and long-time
practitioners, there are seasons
when prayer is more like trying to
draw up some moisture from a deep
well. When the landscape of life is
arid and my soul is shriveled with
worries or worldly distractions,
then prayer is a supreme effort. It
may require a long time at the pump
to bring up even a few drops of au-
thentic prayer. ButI find that it is
always worth the time and persis-
tence to restore that connection
with the Lord. God is always more
ready to hear than we are to pray;,
and God is always more available
and gracious than we perceive.
The disciples watched Jesus pray-
ing to his Father — sometimes in
quiet retreat, other times at the
synagogue, and when they were
with him at table. One day, after
he had prayed “in a certain place,
one of the disciples said to him,
“Lord, teach us to pray” (Luke
11:1). That request prompted
Jesus to share with them the prayer
that we know as “The Lord’s
Prayer.” He gave them a frame-
work for prayer, a model of sim-
plicity. It does not include every-
thing. For example, it does not in-
clude thanksgiving, which is an-
other important form of prayer.
However, the Lord’s Prayer has
been a dynamic, durable way for
disciples to connect with God.
Recited prayers can be repeated
to the point of tedium and mean-
inglessness. However,

they can also be invaluable when
prayer is difficult. T've had the op-
portunity many times to pray with
persons struggling with advanced
dementia. Our conversation may
be halting and disjointed; but fre-
quently it has been wonderful to
observe how, when I initiate the
Lord’s Prayer, those persons join the
prayer enthusiastically and without
faltering. Itis a text they learned
years earlier and have recited
countless times. And long after
their memory has failed them in
other ways, they are able to tune in
again to this channel of thought
which has led them before to the
Lord. It is heartwarming to see
them experience that re-connec-
tion.

We can all be glad that one of the
disciples asked Jesus to teach them
how to pray. His pattern for prayer
can give focus and depth to our de-
votional life. And knowing the
Lord’s Prayer is a great advantage
when praying is difficult, because
it can issue forth from even the
most troubled, desiccated soul.

Our Northminster worship in
June and July will revolve around
the practice of prayer and the
teachings of Jesus on prayer. We
will use the Lord’s Prayer as the
basis for our reflection each Sun-
day. For some new disciples at
Northminster we will be introduc-
ing the Lord’s Prayer. For many of
our veteran disciples this will be an
opportunity to go deeper into the
words and meanings of a familiar
prayer. For all of us I hope it will
be a stimulus for an even livelier
prayer connection with “Our Fa-
ther who is in heaven”!

When we put on the armor of
God, we put on Jesus Christ and
enlist in His army. The belt of truth
around our waist is Jesus who said,
“T'am the way and the truth”; the
